  Giacomo	
  Rizzolatti,	
  Philip	
  Johnson-­‐Laird,

Dennett,	
  Jacques	
  Mehler

  at	
  SISSA.	
  With	
  his	
  work	
  he	
  has	
  
contributed	
  to	
  laying	
  the	
  foundations	
  of	
  cognitive	
  neuropsychology,	
  and	
  his	
  studies	
  on	
  the	
  
executive	
  function	
  of	
  the	
  human	
  mind	
  are	
  widely-­‐known.
